Some of you have been asking about Patti. She has been dealing
with a constant headache since mid-June. She had an MRI last
Friday morning and they called and asked her to come in for two
more tests on Saturday morning. After those tests, we were called
again and they asked us to come in so that they could admit her for
further testing. She is not quite done with the testing (two more
tomorrow) but they are leaning towards a diagnosis — RCVS
(Reversible Cerebral Vasoconstriction Syndrome). The good news
is that it is reversible. She is taking a medication which they think
will help to calm the system down and stop the constricting of the
vessels. We have sure appreciated your prayers and we ask for
your continued prayers.

We finally have some good news in regard to this coronavirus.
The number of new cases being diagnosed in Arizona has begun to
flatten. Our positivity factor is still high (the percentage of people
being tested who are positive), so we are not out of the woods yet.
Let’s do our best to be a loving neighbor by washing our hands,
keeping physically distanced and wearing masks out in public.

The Board of Ministry and the In-Person Worship Task Force have
shared preliminary comments on the Task Force plan and the
Board will address the plan at our next Board Meeting, August 3.
This will be our blueprint for returning to worship and I want to
warn you at the outset — when we are able to gather once again
for worship, it will be very different from what we have done
in the past. We will begin to highlight those changes for you in
the coming weeks. And remember the important thing is that Jesus
Christ is present with us through all of this, even in the confine-
ment of our homes.

This week in worship we move from the core of Peter’s theological
foundation — suffering for one another as Christ suffered for us - to
a glimpse at “Doing Good!” Read I Peter 3:8-12 to get a head
start on our Scripture for this Sunday! Thank you for your contin-
ued participation through Facebook Live.
