In many respects, they 
went on with life, but it was frustrating, and it felt 
empty. Life may feel like that to some of you, too. If 
so, then God speaks this word for you: “For I know the 
plans I have for you,” declares the LORD, “plans to 
prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you 
hope and a future.” Jeremiah 29:11
